Cast members drive the tour van, load and unload set pieces, and field 
audience questions.  Additionally, they train student performers who 
will portray mice, horses, nobles and other cameo roles.  There are 
typically two shows per day/7—10 shows per week.  Compensation 
is $52-55 per show plus $27 per diem and lodging while on tour.  
Each artist receives lodging and $350 for the rehearsal period which 
runs for a week in early October 2012.  The tour runs October– 
November, 2012, and again from January – early June, 2013.
